 Light Rail To and From SeaTac Airport - The Mayflower Park Hotel is right next door to the new 
Sound Transit Light Rail system at Westlake Center. The Seattle Light Rail connection to SeaTac 
airport is approximately 40 minutes long with 11 Seattle area stops. The cost is $2.75 per person 
one way.
