
Advanced Section 106 Seminar: Omaha, Nebraska 
The Section 106 Advanced Seminar will be held on Wednesday, April 21 2010 

Important note: Classes are filled on a first come/first served basis of registrations received with payment at 
the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation (ACHP). You must be confirmed by the ACHP to be admitted to 
class.  
Registration: For individuals paying by credit card, on-line registration is available. For individuals paying by 
check or SF 182, download the registration form and fax to 202-606-5073.  
 
Course Location and Accommodations: The course is being held at the Magnolia Hotel, 1615 Howard 
Avenue, Omaha, NE, 68102. http://www.magnoliahotelomaha.com/omaha.aspx. The Magnolia was built in 
1923, based on the design of the Bargello Palace in Florence, Italy. Now restored, it is on the National Register 
of Historic Places.     
 
A limited block of rooms has been secured for attendees for Tuesday, April 20 for the government rate of $99 
for a single/double occupancy plus applicable state and local tax (12.59%). It is recommended that you 
make your reservations early, as the rooms are likely to sell out.  Reservations must be made by 
Sunday, March 21.   Reservations made after that date will be accepted on a space available basis at 
whatever rate is available at the time of the reservation. To reserve your room, call 1-888-915-1110.  
Advisory Council on Historic Preservation Section 106 Advanced and ask for the rate of $99. If our room block 
is sold out, you can find additional hotels at online hotel booking Websites. Searching for hotels in the Omaha 
zip code 68102 is recommended. 
 
Traveling to Omaha:  Eppley Airfield, http://www.eppleyairfield.com/, is 4.5 miles from the hotel. 

Ground Transportation: 

! Complimentary transportation from the airport is provided by the hotel.  Call (402) 341-
2500 or email the hotel in advance of your flight to arrange a scheduled pick up.  

! Taxi cabs stage on the terminal front drive outside of Door #2 on the south end. A taxi call button is 
on the island canopy outside Door #4 to call cabs from the south end to the north end.

Magnolia Hotel in Omaha, Nebraska resides near many of downtown’s finest attractions, including the historic 
Old Market, the Orpheum Theatre, Omaha Children's Museum, Holland Performing Arts Center, Joslyn Art 
Museum and the Qwest Center. The Omaha Magnolia Hotel was named to the National Register of Historic 
places in 1974.   
 
Registration:  Registration will be located outside the conference room on Wednesday at 8:00 a.m.   Plan to 
stop by the registration desk to check in and to pick up your course notebook and other course materials. 
 
Schedule: The Advanced 106 Seminar runs from 8:30 am to approximately 4:30 pm. Short breaks will be 
given in the morning and afternoon with a longer break for lunch.   
 
Meals:  Light morning fare and an afternoon snack are provided. The cost of this food is included in your 
registration fee.
