1, 2007, includes $10 million for the Preserve America Grant program, up
from $5 million in the 2006 enacted budget. The request also proposes
$63.7 million for Historic Preservation Fund programs and increases
funding levels for other existing preservation programs and initiatives. For
more details of the President's FY 2008 budget regarding historic
preservation, click here.

Only Nebraska does not yet
have a designated
community. There also is a
Preserve America Community in the U.S. Virgin Islands. Other U.S.
territories and the Commonwealth of Puerto Rico so far have no
designated communities or neighborhoods.
